5. MATTERS ARISING:
5a. Recreational Field
i. Grass cutting —David Gowton is doing a good job and SB will apmio&im with an
agreed budget of up to £50 to treat weeds by tbenants and along the footpath from
Church Hill. Nettles elsewhere will be strimmed. ®Bake an overhanging branch from
the Sycamore next to the allotments. The Bio-ditseteam from AVDC will lift more
trees later in the year.

5b. Village Hall Committee -The Parish Council has been invited to nominatecsom

to join the VH Management Committee. It does nateht® be a Councillor and it was
decided to approach John Whitton, who has exprems@uaterest in becoming involved.
The acoustic damping treatment is to be instatietie roof of the hall 4/6/07.

The ongoing query by the VHC into the costs chalge8ucks CC for setting up the
easement (right to cross) on the school playird {ifor the creation of the access road to
the hall) has been dragging on since April 06. VR took the case to the Ombudsman
who advised them to go to the small claims cougetitle the dispute. However, since the
intervention of David Polhill (County Councillofgucks CC have, as a goodwill gesture,
offered a refund of £500 as they acknowledge that,to poor timekeeping records, the
surveyor is unable to account for the hours spesetting up the easement. The VHC
would be satisfied with £1,000 and will reply tastleffect.

Use of Recreational Field for a ‘Village Summes Day’ event (July 18") and by
the Caravan Club —The P/Council needs a letter from the organisete@former
setting out the details and the insurance willdokéd into. The use of the field by the
caravanners will be declined due to the poor dgenaf the ground. (ES to writg.

Village website -The Parish Council needs to purchase web spacsetng a
website for the village. TC to look into this.

Welcome Packs for new villagers ¥B, although no longer a Councillor is willing
to carry on with these. It was confirmed that thsra Footpaths Map in each pack.

5f. A413 and traffic through the village —The original letter to Sian Thomas, sent on
21/1/07, following the school bus accident had beéerred to Tim Fowler, her senior. No reply
had been received and a letter had been sent tatttime end of April. Still no reply to date. As
regards a width/weight restriction along the Adilappears that even if Highways were in
agreement, an application has to go through Thafaltsy Police whose response is likely to be
that because of lack of man-power they would natlide to enforce the restriction and so it
would not be implemented. TC may be able to attbed ocal Area traffic meetings at Winslow
in future. MM to book the speed strips as discusdddst meeting (£195 for 7 days — JH, TC) for
sometime in June outside The Rectory. They motridfic flow in both directions, measuring
axle distances thereby determining vehicle typd,@ovide data in 1-hour breakdowns. There
was a speed trap 3 weeks ago in the village; 3lpaogre stopped and cautioned. There was an
accident on Leckhampstead Rd on 15/5. It appearpdticeman who arrived to deal with it was
very off-hand with those villagers who had beermphmg with the traffic and this was reported to
Sgt. Sue James. It seems it was an Akeley Woochc&:to determine the designated school
bus routes in Akeleyx{) MM to write to A/Wood school.
